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PARSHIYOT SUMMARIES FOR APRIL

April 3, 2010 - Passover
Parshat Shemini — April 10, 2010

Parshat Shemini (Leviticus 9:1-11:47) begins by
discussing the events which occurred on the eighthfinal
day of themelu'im inauguration service in thlishkan
(Tabernacle). After months of preparation andcipdition,
Aaron and his sons are finally installedkashanim(priests)
in an elaborate service. Aaron blesses the peaplg,the
entire nation rejoices dtashem'resence rests upon them.
However, the excitement comes to an abrupt haltaaen's
two eldest sons, Nadav and Avihu, are consumed by a
heavenly fire and die in tHdishkanwhile offering aketoret
(incense) on the altar. The Torah states that tfieyd
because they brought a "strange fire" into the rimaactum
of the Mishkan the meaning of which is discussed by the
commentators at great length. Aaron is informeat the
Kohanim are forbidden to enter theMishkan while
intoxicated, and the Torah continues to relate elents
which occur immediately after Nadav and Avihu'sgica
death. The portion concludes with a listing of Husher
and non-kosher animals, and various laws alauotah
ritual contamination.

Parshiyot Tazria and Metzora — April 17, 2010

After the discussion at the end of last week'siport
regarding tumah (spiritual impurity) resulting from dead
animals, Parshat Tazria (Leviticus 12:1-13:59) ddtrces
the various categories dimah emanating from human
beings, beginning with a woman upon giving birffhe rest
of the portion describes in great detail the vagyisnd
numerous manifestations of the disease calizaraat
Although it has been commonly mistranslated asoepr
this skin disease has little resemblance to anylyoadment
transmitted through normal exposure. Ratharaatis the
physical manifestation of a spiritual malaise, aipbhment
from Hashemprimarily for the sin of speakinigshon hara
(evil speech), amongst other transgressions ariesagigl
behavior. Known as anetzora someone afflicted by a
tzaraatlike patch on his skin is subject to a series of
examinations by &ohen (priest), who declares the patient
to be eithertahor (pure) ortamei(impure).

Parshat Metzora (ibid. 14:1-15:33) continues the
discussion oftzaraat detailing the three-part purification
process of thenetzoraadministered by &ohen complete
with immersionskorbanot(offerings) and the shaving of the
entire body.

Following the command that
Yom Kippur and its laws of fasting and refrainingrh
work will be observed eternally by the Jewish peoas a
day of atonement, the Torah prohibits the offeriof
korbanot (offerings) outside theMishkan or Temple
complex. Blood may not be eaten, and duringstiechitah
(ritual slaughtering) process of certain animalppdion of
the blood must be covered. The Torah portion aafed
with a listing of the immoral and forbidden sexual
relationships, and the command that the Jewish Ipeop
maintain and ensure the holiness of the land aklsr

Parshat Kedoshim (Leviticus 19:1-20:27) begins with
Hashem'scommand to the entire nation of Israel to be holy,
emulating the supreme sanctity dashemHimself. The
Torah goes on to delineate a multitudenufzvot through
which we can achieve sanctity, covering a wide etgirbf
subjects, both positive commandments and prohiistio
dealing both with our unique relationshipsHashemand to
those around us. We are commanded to fear ounsarte
guard Shabbat from being desecrated, and to refi@imthe
worship of idols. Hashem instructs us to leaveos gifts
from our harvest for the poor and downtrodden, udiig
the edge of the field and the sheaves which were
unintentionally dropped while being gathered. Wastn
maintain justice, have honest dealings with ouglneors,
refrain from tale bearing, and generally care fibreos as we
do ourselves. Following a description of severikgories
of kilayim (forbidden mixtures) crossbreeding animals and
plants, and the wearing shatnez(a mixture of wool and
linen in one garment) the Torah discussa$ah, the
prohibition to consume fruits from the first thrgears of a
newly planted tree. The portion continues withséirig of
the punishments to be meted out against people who
transgress and participate in the various forbidden
relationships discussed in this week's first portidParshat
Kedoshim concludes with the commandment, once again
that we be a holy and distinct people from amortgst
nations of the world.
