The leader should assign, in advance, the portorze read
by others so as to give them time to become pmsfici He/she

should personally study théMa Nishtanall' the Four Questions,
with the youngest child. This may prove one of tiappiest by-
products of the Seder service.

Since the service is, in larger measure, desigroedtte
children, they must be involved at every opportynéspecially in
the description of the Four Children, the openifighe door for
Elijah, the Echod Mi Yodeahand theHad Gadya Teenage
children can easily be taught to make charadesiiargrograms of
these portions.

FJCC Operation Carmel Renewal Fund

On December 2, 2010, the worst fire in Israel's
history broke out in the Carmel Mountains near Haifa.
Losses were devastating. Forty-four people died,
homes were lost and more than 12,500 acres of
forests destroyed. JNF foresters estimate that over 5
million trees were burned.

The Carmel Forest was a refuge for the flora and fauna of Israel and a natural
recreation area for the people. The Jewish National Fund's Operation Carmel
Renewal: From Black to Green will be in charge of rebuilding and renewing the
Carmel Forest. These efforts will include erosion prevention, infrastructure
restoration and clearing of debris, creation of firebreaks to prevent future fires from
spreading, and care of the naturally regenerating woodlands.

As an extension to our local greening efforts, let us do our part here at the FJCC to
help restore the forest. We are asking each family to contribute $18 or more for the
regeneration of the Carmel.

However, his father started to come home and blegating
him, his mother, and his brothers and sisters.ningly his
grandfather confronted his father with a gun, amat iim in
front of his children. This man attended sevecalo®ls but

he was kicked out of them because of substanceeabus
issues, though he excelled academically and athléti He
was voted most likely to succeed but he eventuaiyed up
homeless because of his substance abuse issueshehle
began working his way back up to the top and eventwn

to win an Emmy (which unfortunately broke in hisgba
during his presentation). Touching as this matosyswas,
though, it did not feel real to me.

Things would not feel real to me until two nighgdr
when | and several other attendees of Panim wenteet
the homeless face to face on the street. Wherirstegbt to
our destination, my friends and | found it extreyel
awkward. We soon discovered it was not easy tingjsish
between people who are homeless and people wisitéing
in the park, dressed down after a long day of wdk. for a
good amount of time my friends and | just stoodr¢hand
walked around trying to find someone to talk to ajide
some supplies to while making sure the person \ekepi
out was actually homeless. While standing ther afithe
other kids had given a man a pair of gloves. Whidh way
he was acting you would have thought he won thiipt
He was walking around the park waving the glovesiad
and saying thank you to everyone he saw.

Parshat Tazria — April 2, 2011

After the discussion at the end of last week'siport
regarding tumah (spiritual impurity) resulting from dead
animals, Parshat Tazria (Leviticus 12:1-13:59) ddtrces
the various categories diimah emanating from human
beings, beginning with a woman upon giving birtfhe rest
of the portion describes in great detail the vagyend
numerous manifestations of the disease calizaraat
Although it has been commonly mistranslated asolepr
this skin disease has little resemblance to anyiyoadment
transmitted through normal exposure. Ratharaatis the
physical manifestation of a spiritual malaise, aipbment
from Hashemprimarily for the sin of speakinigshon hara
(evil speech), amongst other transgressions ariesacigl
behavior. Known as anetzora someone afflicted by a
tzaraatlike patch on his skin is subject to a series of
examinations by &ohen (priest), who declares the patient
to be eithettahor (pure) ortamei (impure). Iftamej he is
isolated outside of the camp, an appropriate puméstt for

one of which would become a national sin offerimgl &he
other would be pushed off a cliff in the desertlzes bearer
of the people's sins; and the complex incense dnoddb
sprinkling ceremonies to be performed in tK@desh
HaKedoshin(Holy of Holies). Following the command that
Yom Kippur and its laws of fasting and refrainingrh
work will be observed eternally by the Jewish peoas a
day of atonement, the Torah prohibits the offeriof
korbanot (offerings) outside theMishkan or Temple
complex. Blood may not be eaten, and duringstiechitah

Passover — April 23, 2011
Parshat Kedoshim — April 30, 2011

The
Torah goes on to delineate a multitudenafzvot through
which we can achieve sanctity, covering a wide etgirbf
subjects, both positive commandments and prohiistio
dealing both with our unique relationshipsHashemand to
those around us. We are commanded to fear ounfsate
guard Shabbat from being desecrated, and to refi@imthe
worship of idols. Hashem instructs us to leaveotsr gifts
from our harvest for the poor and downtrodden, lidig

the edge of the field and the sheaves which were
unintentionally dropped while being gathered. Wastn
maintain justice, have honest dealings with oughieors,
refrain from tale-bearing, and generally care fitreos as we

do ourselves. Following a description of severikgories

of kilayim (forbidden mixtures) crossbreeding animals and
plants, and the wearing shatnez(a mixture of wool and
linen in one garment) the Torah discussaah, the
prohibition to consume fruits from the first thrgears of a
newly planted tree. The portion continues withséirig of

the punishments to be meted out against people who
transgress and participate in the various forbidden
relationships discussed in this week's first portidParshat
Kedoshim concludes with the commandment, once again
that we be a holy and distinct people from amortbst
nations of the world.
