THE FAST DAYS

17" DAY OF TAMMUZ

On Tuesday, July 19 we observe the fast of the"17
day of Tammuz, which marks the first breach inwladls of
Jerusalem during the Babylonian siege. The siegk |
ultimately to the destruction of Jerusalem and Hiest
Temple in 586 B.C.E. For this fast, one is reqlite
abstain from eating and drinking from dawn untgtfall.

The 17" day of Tammuz inaugurates a three-week
period of semi-mourning. During this time no weaugh or
festive occasions are permitted. Additionallynfrthe £' of
Av to the & of Av, it is customary to abstain from meat or
wine (except on Sabbath) and not to purchase oopuiew
clothing.

TISHA B'AV

On Tuesday, August™® we observe the fast of Tisha
B'Av, the ninth day of Av. Traditionally, it is ogidered the
saddest day in the Jewish calendar. It is theasawhich
we commemorate the many tragedies that have befalie
people during the centuries: the destruction ohB@mples
in Jerusalem, the exile of most Jews from theid/athe
decree ordering the expulsion of the Jews fromrEpé&ine
is supposed to abstain from eating or drinkingthar entire
twenty-five hour period and to abstain from washimg
bathing, sexual relations and the wearing of lgatimes.
On the Eve of Tisha B'Av it is customary to gatherthe
synagogue and recite the Book of Lamentatiwhge sitting
on the floor or on low stools. The lights are diedrand all
synagogue decorations are removed. The followiag d
kinot or dirges are recited until midday.

The FJCC will hold services on both Erev Tisha B&kd on Tisha B'Av day. The fast begins at 8:03d?MVionday, August'§
with services at 8:45 PM, and on Tuesday morninggust 9", at 7:00 AM withMincha at 7:30 PM andViaariv at 8:52 PM.

Break fast will be at 8:52 PM. Please plan toraite

Parshat Chukat — July 2, 1011

Parshat Chukat (Numbers 19:1-22:1) begins with the
quintessential decree of the ToraBhukat HaTorah a
mitzvah we are asked to perform even though weinable
to understand its purpose and reas@arah adumahthe
red cow, whose ashes are used to purify people vetve
become contaminated through contact with a corpBee
narrative then jumps 38 years to begin the desoripof
what transpires just before the Jewish people ghtefand
of Israel. The prophetess Miriam dies and the [zeare left
without water, since the miraculous well which had
accompanied them throughout their sojourn in theede
existed only in her merit. God commands Moses/Aearn
to speak to a particular rock so it will miraculbuproduce
water; Moses strikes it with his staff instead, &l tells
the two leaders that they will not enter into thermised
Land. After this, the king of Edom refuses totlet Jewish
people pass through his borders, causing thenkéoaanore
circuitous route. Aaron dies and is buried on MoHor,
and Elazar his son succeeds himkashen Gadol(High
Priest). The Children of Israel sing a song ofiggaabout
the miraculous well that G-d had provided in Miriamerit,
and the portion concludes with the battles andovies over
Sichon the king of Emori and Og the king of Bashan.

Parshat Balak — July 9, 2011

Parshat Balak (Numbers 22:2-25:9) shifts from the
Jewish people's travels in the desert to relatestbey of
Bilam, the gentile prophet who attempted to curke t
Children of Israel. Commissioned by Balak, thegkiof
Moav, Bilam agrees to embark on a journey to thaelite
encampment; however he first asks G-d for permissaod
goes on the condition that he would speak only what
places in his mouth. While on the road, an angel
brandishing a sword blocks Bilam's path, causisgdoinkey
to repeatedly swerve off the road. Unable to seeangel,
Bilam responds by striking the disobedient donkiase¢
times. Miraculously, G-d causes the donkey to kpea
Bilam, and G-d uncovers the humiliated prophetsseso
that he can see the angel standing in the pathe afgel
then reminds Bilam once again that he may only lsplea
words that G-d places in his mouth. Upon his atrivear
the Jewish camp, Bilam repeatedly attempts to cthee
people; each time G-d prevents him from doing saj a
instead he ends up uttering several sets of bigssamd
praises, much to Balak's dismay. The Torah portion
concludes with the Jewish men's debauchery with the
promiscuous daughters of Moav and Midian, and thidip
licentious act of Zimri (a prince of the tribe ah&on) with
a Midianite princess. Pinchas, Aaron's grandsea|ausly
responds by piercing them to death with a spedtingaa
plague from G-d which had broken out in the camp.

Parshat Pinchas — July 16, 2011

Parshat Pinchas (Numbers 25:10- 30:1) begins with
Hashembestowing His blessing of peace and priesthood on
Pinchas, Aaron's grandson, for slaying a princéheftribe
of Simeon and a Midianite princess while they wangaged

in a public licentious act which appears at the ehdast
week's Torah portion. Pinchas' zealous responges dhe
Jewish people from a plague which had broken ouh@
camp. Hashemcommands Moses and Elazar (Aaron's son
and successor as High Priest) to conduct a newusefghe
entire nation, the first one taken in almost thittge years.
The Torah then relates the claim issued by thedaugghters
of Tzlaphchad for a portion of inheritance in tland of
Israel, since they had no brothers and their fatlaerdied in
the desert.Hashenresponds in the affirmative, and through
the inquiry of these righteous women, many of ted of
inheritance are taught. Aftefashemshows Moses the land
of Israel from the top of a mountain, Moses is canded
to pass on his mantle of leadership to Joshua $iyncehis
hand upon Joshua's head, since Moses would nattbers
the land. The Torah portion concludes with a lbpgt
description of the speci#ibrbanot(offerings) to be brought
on the various festivals throughout the year, abawe
beyond the regulakorban tamid(daily offering) brought
every morning and afternoon. These sections @@ ralad
from the Torah throughout the year on the appropria
festivals.

Parshat Matot — July 23, 2011

Parshat Matot (Numbers 30:2-32:42) begins with a
discussion of the laws regarding vowsedarin) and oaths
(shevuor. The Torah then describes the Jewish people’s
battle against and victory over the nation of Midia
followed by a detailed account of the distributioh the
spoils of war. In anticipation of the upcomingramice into
the land of Israel, the tribes of Reuben and Gep f&irward
to request that their inheritance be on the easiele of the
Jordan River rather than in the Holy Land properces the
eastern bank would be more suitable for their abohd
livestock. After some discussion, Moses agreespbly on
the condition that they assist the rest of the amatin
conquering the entire land of Israel before retugrto settle
their inheritance.

Parshat Masei — July 30, 2011

Parshat Masei (ibid. 33:1-36:13) opens by sumnragizi
the entire route traveled by the Jewish people thair forty
years in the desert, beginning with their exodasnflEgypt
and concluding with their arrival at the banks loé tlordan
River. After commanding the people to drive outddithe
Holy Land’s inhabitants, the Torah delineates thace
boundaries of the land of Israel. Since the Lewteuld not
be receiving a regular portion, special cities werdoe set
aside for them, some of which would also serveitisscof
refuge for accidental murderers. In some casesgbody
who unintentionally killed another person wouldeft one
of these cities of refuge to seek sanctuary andidavo
retribution from a close relative of the victim,cahe would
be required to remain there until the death of phesent
Kohen GadolHigh Priest). After setting the guidelines for
the various categories of murder, the book of Nusbe
concludes with further information regarding theuglaters
of Tzlaphchad and the laws of inheritance.
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Parshat Devarim — August 6, 2011

This week we begin the fifth and final book of tfierah,
Sefer Devarim (Deuteronomy), which is known in rabbinic
literature asMishneh Torahthe review of the Torah. Its contents
were spoken by Moses to the Jewish people duriadittal five
weeks of his life as the people prepared to etedand of Israel.
In it, Moses explains and elaborates upon manyhef mitzvot
which had been previously given, some of which walready
mentioned explicitly in the Torah and others whagipear here for
the first time. He also continuously warns thenteimain diligent
and faithful toHashem'daws and teachings.

Parshat Devarim (Deuteronomy 1:1-3:11) begins Mthses'
veiled rebuke in which he makes reference to thaynsns and
rebellions of the past forty years. He then cargby recounting
several of the significant incidents which occurtedthe Jewish
people in the desert, shedding light on the Tore&rfSer accounts.
Moses spends a significant amount of time disogsthe failed
mission of the spies: Ten of the twelve men sergcbut out the
land of Israel had returned with a bad report, badause of the
people's lack of faithtlashemcondemned the entire nation to forty
years of wandering in the desert during which tiime generation
of the exodus died out.

Parshat Va'etchanan — August 13, 2011

In Parshat Va'etchanan (Deuteronomy 3:23-7:11Jtrah
continues to recount Moses' final speech to thdd@m of
Israel. He tells the people that he had imploHashemto
allow him to enter the land of Israel, bidashemrefused his
request. Moses then continues to exhort and werpéople to
obey the Torah and its commandments, neither addorg
subtracting from its mitzvot. They are told to aj@ remember
the incredible revelation they experienced at Mbat passing
that memory on from generation to generation. Mosarns
the Jewish people of the prolonged exile that thail
experience if they forsake the Torah, and hdashemwill
eventually bring them back to the land of Israglfter setting
aside the three cities of refuge on the eastem @iidhe Jordan
River, Moses repeats the Ten Commandments andefurth
describesHashem'srevelation at Mt. Sinai, while at the same
time continually warns the Jewish people to mamttieir
observance oHashem'sTorah. Moses teaches them the first
paragraph of the&Shema the fundamental passage which we
recite twice a day expressing our belief tHashemis one and
stating our commitment to love and serve Him. Oagain,
Moses exhorts the people to trusHashemand remain faithful
to the Torah, and to beware of the pitfalls of perity and
success. After commanding the Jewish people tchtéaeir
children about the miraculous exodus from Egyps, plortion
concludes with some further commandments and wgsnin
concerning the forthcoming conquest of the lantbel.

Parshat Ekev — August 20, 2011

Parshat Eikev (Deuteronomy 7:12-11:25) begins as
Moses continues to encourage the Children of Isma#glust
in Hashemand in the wonderful rewards which He will
provide them if they keep the Torah. Moses asstires
that they will successfully defeat the nations @h@&an, at
which point they must remove every vestige of idorship
remaining in the Holy Land. Moses reminds themualbe
miraculous manna and the other wonders whitdshem
provided for them throughout the past forty yeansd he
warns the Jewish people to beware of the pitfallsheir
own future prosperity and military prowess whichgtti
cause them to forgédashem He further reminds them of
their transgressions in the desert, retelling ttoeysof the
golden calf at length, and describifttashem'sabundant
mercy with them. Moses stresses that the generafithe
desert had a special responsibility to remain ldgal the
mitzvot because of the many miracles which they had
personally experienced. After detailing the maimjues of
the Promised Land, Moses teaches the people trmndec
paragraph of theShema prayer which stresses the
fundamental doctrine of reward and punishment bagpeah
our performance of the mitzvot. The Torah portion
concludes withHashem'spromise that He will provide the
Jewish people with protection if they observe thed of the
Torah.

Parshat Re’'eh — August 27, 2011

In Parshat Re'eh (Deuteronomy 11:26-16:17) Moses
continues to exhort the Jewish people to followzys of
the Torah and to trust irHashem Moses begins by
unambiguously putting the mitzvot into perspectisting
that the Jewish people will be blessed if they olmsdhe
Torah and cursed if they do not. He then begitengthy
review of various mitzvot comprising the major paftthe
book of Deuteronomy, first discussing some of thzvot
which are relevant to the people's imminent coniggeof
the land of Israel, enjoining them once again tmaee
every vestige of idolatry. After teaching them sodetails
about the offering and consumption kadrbanotand other
foods, the Torah commands that the Jewish peoffilaine
from imitating the nations around them. They arkl to
beware of false prophets and other people who nughse
them to stray fronHashem and they are taught the laws of
the Ir Hanidachat, a Jewish city which has become s
corrupt that a majority of its citizens have sucbeah to
idolatry and are therefore given the death penalfyhe
Torah then reviews which animals are kosher to et
which are not, followed by the laws ofa'aser shent the
"second tithe" which is consumed by its owners,dnly in
the city of Jerusalem. After commanding that &bt are
to be canceled at the end of every seve8tiefnittah year,
and that we should be warm-hearted and charitableut
fellow Jews, the Torah repeats the laws relatingthe
Jewish servant. He is to be unconditionally freéedhe
Shemittahyear and showered with generous gifts by his
former master. Parshat Re'eh concludes with af brie
description of the three pilgrimage festivals - $ta®r,
Shavuot, and Succot - when everyone would ascend to
Jerusalem with their offerings to celebrate theosperity.
