There wasehdisg of food every Purim
and onegs as well. Frankly, when something neddede done, the stock
response has always been, “Ask Sisterhood.”

Well, as we all know, times change. The youngeregation, with different
demands on their time, who have grown up in a wttkd communicates more
by technology than after dinner meetings, that matyshare allegiance to an all
women’s group as their predecessors did. Mayleait’ organization that is no
longer so relevant to the lives of its membersherghul. Maybe Sisterhood has
become a dinosaur that is rapidly becoming extinct.

And maybe that is not such a bad thing. The FJ&gpéns to be in pretty
good shape, actually; the Board is active, weljast an incredible production of
“The Good Doctor”, our very first in-house dramdetHebrew School is
functioning smoothly, we have good attendance atices. Perhaps Sisterhood
can be reconfigured to fit more conveniently into ves. Perhaps the Board

can take over some of its programs. But considerSisterhood means no more Mother of the Yearhkrd Day luncheons,
scholarships, progressive dinners, Bar/Bat Mitzgdts, rummage sale — no saying let’'s ask Sistedhoblo greeting on Rosh
HaShana. A generation of young women who will kradw what Sisterhood is about. Should the shuiddet go that way, we
will surely survive. We may do just fine. Butistalso important to know what we might be losing.

The shul owes a debt of gratitude to Carol Wolf @ahdy Siegel for all their efforts over the pasb tyears to keep
Sisterhood going. | asked them if | could writetbeir behalf only because my message has greiaibility. | in no way intend
to pass judgment, just to lay out the facts so thatmembership may decide how it wants to procdddy we make the right

choice.

Winter is nhea
over, Passover is on the not too distant horizomw an
Saturday night, March 9 we will begin celebration of the
most boisterous of all Jewish holidays - Purim. e Htory
behind the holiday is, I'm sure, familiar to most you.
Around 450 B.C.E. Haman, the Persian king's sedond-
command, became enraged when a certain Jew byathe n
of Mordecai refused to bow down to him. Like mariyour
oppressors throughout history, Haman was not comdetho
away with Mordecai; for his act of insubordinatiat the
Jews of Persia would have to pay.

Swiftly he set about planning their total annitidat
He gained Ahashuerus' support by promising him that
destruction of the Jews would enrich the royal esff He
selected the month for the execution of his plamieyans of
a lottery or pur" (from which Purim derives its name) and
later the precise day a royal edict went out toddlithe
provinces with the appropriate instructions. Tlesvs of
Persia appeared to be doomed.

But thanks to the courage of Mordecai and his cousi
Esther, Haman's plan was thwarted; in fact, a dti@ama
reversal takes place. Haman, the would-be destafythe
Jews, is hanged on a tree and replaced by Mordéuai;
Jews successfully kill those ordered to kill theAnd what
was to be the blackest day of Jewish history turiméal a
day of rejoicing.

Despite their antiquity, the story and the holideywe
not lost their power to move and amuse us. Jewsruee to
celebrate - especially in Israel - with all thehargiasm of
their forebears in Persia. There are only a fegeolances
associated with the holiday, but they are mostyaijke and
everyone is encouraged to follow them.

1) The most prominent ritual feature is the readifighe
Megillah or Scroll of Esther on Purim eve. All Jeare
required to hear the reading, and it is customariptot
out" the name of Haman by making noise at every
mention of his name during the reading.

2) A second requirement is to "eat, drink and beryrde A
festive dinner should be held on Purim day.

3) Each person is obligated to "send portions" echll
Mishloach Manotto a friend. These portions consist of
two items of baked food, fruit, candy and drinkt id
customary for the children to serve as messengers i
delivering the portions.

4) Each person gives gifts to at least two poorpfe@r
worthy causes.

5) Since Talmudic times, Purim has been a day when
usual restraints against excessive drinking aexeel. A
person is required to drink on Purim until he ddesn
know the difference between "cursed be Haman" and
"blessed be Mordecai."

6) The wearing of costumes and carnival type
celebrations, while not obligatory, are populamier
of Purim festivity.

A QUESTION AND ANSWER GUIDE
TO PREPARING FOR PASSOVER

I THE LAWS OF HAMETZ (LEAVEN)
A. DEFINITION OF HAMETZ

1.

Hametz is any one of the following grains: oaf®lt, wheat, rye and barley that has come inamntith water for
eighteen minutes or more. This is the beginninthefleavening process.

Hametz can also be any food product, whetheéd solliquid, that is produced from the above gsa@ven if these
grains are of the smallest quantities. (The omlgeption being matzo when the dough does not careedontact
with water for more than eighteen minutes and thagtl is baked in less than eighteen minutes.

Dishes, utensils, ovens and ranges which haserbéd even the smallest amounts of hametz andthgmuelucts are
forbidden to be used during the week of Passoviersarthey are properly cleansed and kashered angdalJewish
law.

It is the custom of Ashkenazic Jewry not todkaing the week of Passover rice, corn and vegesatll the pea family
as though they were really hametz. The reasothéocustom was that the above vegetables were g@iiotm flour in
order to make bread. In order not to create amjusion between these vegetables and the five tzagnains, the
custom was created to abstain from eating thes#sfdaring Passover week.

Any non-hametz food product that was preparedessels and utensils that did absorb hametz isilfited to be
eaten during Passover.

B. WHAT IS NOT HAMETZ?

1.

The following types of food are not consideragnietz in themselves:

a) Meat, poultry and fish

b) Fruits and vegetables (the exception being aiza,and peas according to the custom of Ashkenbeziry)
c) Dairy products

The above mentioned non-hametz food categami@ssituation that requires that they be processmthed, bottled
and packaged, should have rabbinic certificatioortter to guarantee that no hametz ingredient bleided in the
processing.

a) The following does not require any Rabbinicifiegtion:

Those foods written in Paragraph #1 in their cavresh condition.

Refined sugar (excluding brown sugar, which dugsequire supervision)

Salt

Ground coffee (excluding instant coffee)

Pure fruit juice without additives in a glassga bottle only.

agrwNdE
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3. The prohibition against the use and consumptiomametz applies to those products that are edibdefit for human
and animal consumption.

4. Those products that are made from hametz whiehat edible and are not fit for both human anichahconsumption
are not considered hametz, and one may derive ndédenefit from them. Some examples of such prizdace:
toothpaste, deodorants, hair sprays, shampooss shpgticks, talcum and baby powder, and cold m®and hand
creams.

Although toothpastes and lipsticks do not requatgbinic certification for use during Pesach, oneusth only use a fresh
tube of toothpaste with a new toothbrush and afstigk of lipstick.
PLEASE NOTE: Dishwashing liquids and soapsist have rabbinic certification

C. THE SALE OF HAMETZ

The Torah teaches that during the eight days ofd®@s, the Jews must not own or use any form ofétamin the past
the Jew would destroy all the hametz and hametdyats before the Passover holiday or the Jew wgiviel away all the
leaven to the non-Jew as a gift, which would bepeigmanent possession. However, the Jew begargtera much larger
guantities of hametz for his business or his hoifige destruction or the giving away of these vasirgjities of hametz would
have meant a tremendous financial loss for the JEwe Rabbi's teach, "Rachmana liba Be-ee," "the tegjuires the heart."
Jewish law gave us an alternative, which has shgrneat compassion and understanding of the mategidis of the Jewish
community. This alternative is called "machiratriedz."

The selling of the hametz is a legal business &etin with a non-Jew, which involved the drawinmgaf a legal contract
based upon rabbinic law and signed in the presehé®o witnesses who also sign the contract. Témract includes an
assessment of the value of the hametz being sadthtament of the terms of delivery and other ciioas. The rabbi on
Passover eve acts as the agent who will negotiatedle with the non-Jew. The two people will hean assessment of the
value of the hametz and the rabbi will ask for wd@ayment of money on the hametz. The rabbistilulate with the non-
Jews that the balance of the money be paid on igie of the eighth day of Passover after the apoeze of the stars,
Tuesday, April 28, after 8:30 PM. If, at that time, the non-Jew doeswant to pay the balance, then the rabbi wiime
the deposit to the non-Jew and the sale will natdrepleted.

This is a legal and binding sale and not a jokeaase people claim. Any person who does desireltds or her hametz
may come to the synagogue office, or fill out tbenf below appointing the rabbi as his or her agenhe sale of hametz.
Please remember that the sale of the hametz isesetved only for traditional Jews, but every Jan participate in the
mitzvah. Even if that person does not observertigitions of Judaism in his or her home, the peoould not feel ashamed
but should try to do this mitzvah.

PLEASE NOTE: Even if one will be away from one's home duri®ggssover, one is still obligated to sell his oremnetz.

KASHERING OF UTENSILS
The process of kashering utensils depends on hewttnsils are used. According to halahkah, leaasrbe purged from
a utensil by the same process in which it was diegbin the utensil (kevoleo kakh poleto). Therefartensils used in cooking

are kashered by boiling, those used in broilingkashered by fire and heat, and those used onlgdidrfood are kashered by
rinsing.

1. Earthenware (china, pottery, etc.) may not h&eed. However, fine translucent chinaware tlaat ot been used for
over a year may be used if scoured and cleanedtiwéter.

2. Metal (wholly made of metal) used in fire ¢siroiler) must first be thoroughly scrubbed atehosed and then made as
hot as possible. Those used for cooking or eafsilgerware, pots) must be thoroughly scrubbed eleéined and
completely immersed in boiling water. Pots shouwdde water boiled in them that will overflow thenri The utensils
should not be used for a period of at least 24 hibatween the cleaning and the immersion in boilater. Metal baking
utensils cannot be kashered.

3. Oven and ranges: every part that comes in comiitlc food must be thoroughly scrubbed and clean&tle oven and
range should be heated as hot as possible forf &adnad. If there is a broil setting, use it. Seléaning ovens should be
scrubbed and cleaned and then put through theclsglfting cycle. Continuous cleaning ovens mudtdshered in the
same manner as regular ovens. A microwave oveichvadoes not cook the food by means of heat, shioelldeaned, and
a cup of water should be placed in it. Then thenoshould be turned on until the water disappeArsicrowave oven
that has a browning element cannot be kashereesah.

4. Glassware: authorities disagree as te thethod of kashering drinking utensils. @p#ion requires soaking in
water for three days, changing the water every @4r$1 The other opinion requires only a thorougtulsbing before
Pesah, or putting it through a dishwasher.

5. Dishwasher: after not using the machine forréiopgeof 24 hours, a full cycle with detergent stibbk run.

6. Electrical appliances: if the parts that comto inontact with hametz are removable, they can &shdred in the
appropriate way (if metal, follow the rules for raktitensils). If the parts are not removable, dppliance cannot be
kashered. (All exposed parts should be thorouglelgned.)
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7. The refrigerator need only be thoroughly cleamith warm water and soap. The racks don't nedaetoovered, but if
you wish to use foil or wax paper, pierce it sd@allow air to circulate in the refrigerator.

8. Tables, closets and counters: if used with hapteey should be thoroughly cleaned and covened then they may be
used.

9. Kitchen sink: a metal sink can be kashered thoeough cleaning and by pouring boiling water oiwerA porcelain sink
should be cleaned and a sink rack used. If, howelghes are to be soaked in a porcelain sinkstalthsin must be used.

10. Hametz and non-Passover utensils: non-Pasdashers, pots and hametz whose ownership has mesidrred should be
separated, locked up or covered, and marked so@®vent accidental use.

Il THE SEARCH FOR THE HAMETZ
1. The Talmudic tractate known as "massechet P@sabkiquires an intensive and careful search forétarm one's house
on the night before Passover as soon as posstelenaghtfall. This cleansing of the home befoes$gover is traditionally
known as "bedikat chametz." The search for hatadts place oSunday evening, April 17", after sundown.
2. The supplies necessary for the search are:
a) A candle
b) Wooden spoon or paper bag or paper platapempcup
c) A feather
3. Since most of our homes are cleaned and readpdoPassover holidays, it is customary to placenbs of bread in the
various rooms of our homes (especially those rommehich hametz was consumed) before the search.
4. Prior to beginning the search, the followingsiiag is recited:

"BARUCH AHTAH ADONAI, EHLOHAYNU MELECH HA'OLAM ASHER KID SHANU BIH-MITZ-VOH-TAF,
VIH-TZEE-VANU AL BEE UR HAMETZ."

"BLESSED ARE YOU, O L-RD OF THE UNIVERSE, WHO HAS ASICTIFIED US THROUGH HIS
COMMANDMENTS AND COMMANDED US CONCERNING THE DESTROTION OF THE HAMETZ."

5. The person then moves from room to room witih @aindle (please note: the house must be darkemetijjathers up the
crumbs with the feather and places them in the wonapoon or paper bag. No conversation is periiteil the search
has been completed. The hametz that is found glthie search is then tied up and put away so thatl ibe burned the
next morning.

6. After the search has been completed, the péhsmmrecites the following formula for nullificatiof the hametz preferably
in the English language:

"ALL LEAVEN AND ALL HAMETZ THAT IS IN MY POSSESSION THAT | DID NOT SEE AND DID
NOT DESTROY, LET IT BE NULL AND OWNERLESS AS THE D& OF THE EARTH."

IV FAST OF THE FIRST BORN

1. Itis a tradition that on the day preceding Bass the first born sons of our people fast agxgression of thanksgiving to
G-d for having spared the first born of the chitdcg Israel from the plague which destroyed thstfirorn of the Egyptians.
This year the fast takes place Mionday, April 18™.

2. It is permissible for the first born to brealetfast for the purpose of celebrating certain relig observances such as a
wedding, a circumcision or the completion of atiaée of the Talmud. In most instances, the rabbimany congregations
will study a Talmudic tractate during the year aoenplete it on the eve of Passover. The rejoieing celebration when
the rabbi asks not only the first born, but eves/tmparticipate in his simcha. The celebratioknigwn as a "siyum.” The
FJCC will have minyan and a study sessioMamday, April 18", at 6:30 AM for the Fast of the First Born.

V  BURNING OF THE HAMETZ

1. The book of Exodus tells us: “You shall destiegven from your houses.” On the morning of Passeve, the hametz that
was collected during the bedikat hametz the evehafgre, and other hametz is burned in a fire. fliteeis normally lit
outdoors and the hametz is then thrown into thadka

2. After the hametz is thrown into the flames, fbidowing statement is said in English: "Any kindl leaven which is in my
possession, whether | have seen it or not, whethave destroyed it or not, shall be regarded disamd void and shall be
as the dust of the earth.”

No hametz may be eaten afted:17 AM, on Monday, April 18". The burning of the hametz will take place Monday,
April 18™, before11:36 AM.

Parshat Pekudei — March 5, 2011

Parshat Pekudei (ibid. 38:21-40:38) begins with a
complete accounting of the gold, silver and coppmtributed
by the people for use in thdishkan The Torah goes on to
describe the weaving and crafting of the variougtments to be
worn by theKohen Gadol(High Priest) during his service.
Following Moses inspection and approval of the matgnsils
and unassembled parts, Moses completes the setupeof
Mishkanon the first day of the month of Nissan, as eaatt i
anointed and arranged in its proper location. AsdHashem
promised, His glory fills thiMishkan

In addition, this Shabbat is the fourth and fimetallation
upon which we read a speciahgftir (additional Torah reading)
in the series leading up to PassoveRarshat Hachodesh
discusses the first mitzvah given to the Jewishpfeea@s a
nation to sanctify every new montRgsh Chodeghand goes
on to describe th&orban Pesach(Paschal lamb) and other
Passover mitzvot.

Parshat Vayikra — March 12, 2011

This Shabbat marks the beginning of our readinghire
book of the TorahSefer Vayikrawhich deals primarily with
the services and responsibilities of kehanim(priests). This
and next week's Torah portions focus on many okdreanot
(offerings) to be brought in the newly constructéishkan
(Tabernacle).

Parshat Vayikra(Leviticus 1:1-5:26) begins with Hashem
calling Moses into théMishkanwhere he will be taught many
mitzvot, to be ultimately passed on to the Jewisbpte. The
first half of the Torah portion describes the vasooptional
korbanotbrought by individuals. They can be classifietbin
three general categories, each one comprised oéralev
gradations in size and expense: tkmrban olah (elevation
offering) which is completely consumed on the althekorban
minchah (meal offering) which, because of its inexpensive
contents, is usually brought by someone of modestns; and
the korban shelamimpeace offering) partially burned on the
altar, with the remainder divided between the owremnd the
Kohanim The second half of the portion (beginning with
chapter four) discusses the requirglthtat (sin) andasham
(quilt) offerings to be brought in atonement forintantional
transgressions.

Parshat Tzav — March 19, 2011

Parshat Tzav(Leviticus 6:1-8:36) begins with Hashem
continuing to teach Moses many of the various leslating to
the Mishkan (Tabernacle) service. However, while last week's
Torah portion described thkorbanot (offerings) from the
perspective of the giver, this week the Torah fesusore
directly on the attendinglohanim (priests), providing further
detail about their service. After first describihg maintenance
of the fire which continuously burned on the altdre Torah
discusses in great detail the various kindskafbanotwhich
Aaron, his sons and the succeeding generationsobfnim
would be offering in theMishkan and the Temple. The
korbanotmust be brought with the proper intentions an@reat
in a state of spiritual purity. Finally, Moses fmems the
detailed melu'im consecration service of thelishkan and
anoints and inaugurates Aaron and his sons for gesvice in
theMishkan in front of the entire congregation of Israel.

Parshat Shemini — March 26, 2011

Parshat Shemini (Leviticus 9:1-11:47) begins bguaksing
the events which occurred on the eighth and firegl df the
melu'im inauguration service in th&lishkan (Tabernacle).
After months of preparation and anticipation, Aar@md his
sons are finally installed d@sohanim (priests) in an elaborate
service. Aaron blesses the people, and the erdiien rejoices
as Hashem's presence rests upon them. However, the
excitement comes to an abrupt halt as Aaron's tdesesons,
Nadav and Avihu, are consumed by a heavenly fick dia in
the Mishkanwhile offering aketoret(incense) on the altar. The
Torah states that they died because they broutgitamge fire"
into the inner sanctum of thdishkan the meaning of which is
discussed by the commentators at great length. orAas
informed that the&Kohanimare forbidden to enter thdishkan
while intoxicated, and the Torah continues to eekhe events
which occur immediately after Nadav and Avihu'gjicadeath.
The portion concludes with a listing of the koslkrd non-
kosher animals, and various laws abotitmah ritual
contamination.
