In contrast with the
other major “synagogue-centric” holidays in the idwcalendar, Passover is a home
holiday with its most important and significanuats performed there. On Rosh HaShana
and Yom Kippur, things remain fairly constant: ylwave the shul, the sermon, the crowds,
the chazzan, the long services. In our commuaitygeast, you know what to expect. We
all pray from the same Maksor, the same prayeesséime shofar blasts, the same feelings
of hunger from fasting. Our shul is thankfully ki and apart from unfortunate losses
and relocations, we can expect to be with, tallkhwéatch up with and, yes, even at times
pray with the same people.

Pesach is different. Although some of our membeag invite the same guests year
after year to their Seders, still being in the hemith few people involved, any changes
register more powerfully. Perhaps an aunt, coosifriend got sick or relocated, whose
presence is sorely missed. A child in college may be able to attend, making a huge
impact. Perhaps there were guests who weren'tras it” as one might have hoped,
relatives who were too noisy, people with differavels of liturgical literacy who didn’t
quite mesh, guests who left early or perhaps netguat all. There are now available a
countless number of Haggadot, and with the advafcéechnology, it has become

So far in Hebrew School we have done two major
tzedakah projects dealing with food. As a partoof
yearlong study, the synagogue students participatgding
to the JRA, the Jewish Relief Agency. There masgpbe
realized that they were fortunate.

We also collected foodhe
Flemington Food Pantry and the Open Cupboard. eTasr
many families near us who do not have enough heédtid.

Meir Panim delivers 5,000 meals a day and 7,200,000
meals a year in the last decade. This is impottaahildren
in Israel because they need to feel like they tsoree kind
of value. Most children probably want to know thhey
have value and that they can pay for somethindneim bwn.
Meir Panim reduces the cost of healthy meals t®@1.
Think about it. I'm sure all of us have at lea$¢w dollars
to buy something on our own. There are peopleirotie
world that have never even seen a coin. They hdralve
food, and can barely survive. These are the kafigseople
that need our help.

It's important to give the children food becauseewh
children are healthy, they are happier. ThanksVigir
Panim, children have healthy food to keep them #trang
and healthy condition. That's really important dese if
poor families do not have food, they know theirldtgn
have access to a healthy meal that Meir Panim cavide
them.

Since the year 2000, Meir Panim has donated maney t
unfortunate kids in Israel. The healthy hot melads/e
proved to help out the children's' academics. EBaeal
costs Meir Panim $5.50, and if we get $550.00, ae give
100 meals to these hungry people. They couldrgst bwn
meals for only $1.00! Imagine how much easierauld be
for them to not have that empty stomach and insbeaable
to focus on schoolwork.

All the Meir Panim meals have one full serving of
protein (meat), vegetables, bread, and fruit. Eadal is
individually wrapped so the food doesn't spoil.e$é& meals
are given everyday so every person can have atinufi
meal. They make sure that no one goes hungry.

In addition to the lunches in school, in the summer
when school is out, Meir Panim still delivers hbglfood to
the camps. 30,000 hot meals are given by MeirrRapi
camps each summer.
operated and serve 1,200 disadvantaged childrénidahe
summer.

Meir Panim has different restaurants located across
Israel. But poor people can't always go to thee fre
restaurants, and some don't want to be embarraydeeing

There are 13 day camps that are

seen receiving a free meal. That's why Mier Patétivers
1,700 meals daily to the handicapped and eldeévigals on
Wheels has been around for nearly a decade, arhbain
decade, they have delivered 2,737,500 meals to the
handicapped and elderly.

A spectacular thing about Meir Panim is that thayenh
clubs for the elderly citizens in the morning arfte=oon.
The senior citizens can participate in projecipstrcultural
events, and a nice hot meal. To conclude, therlglde
citizens can feel young and hip many days of thns.

Also, some of Meir Panim's mentally disabled clgent
need their support like the others. Meir Panim has
established a restaurant program. At these resttajrthe
disabled eat good food for free. It gives themease of
self-esteem. The food that Meir Panim serves épared
and served by developmentally disabled people &f- s
esteem.

In addition, there are 14 restaurants operated by M
Panim. Meir Panim provides food for hungry resideim
Israel. These people are truly hungry. In thestaurants,
people can come eat full three course meals, ambtdbave
to pay or have to pay a reduced rate. These restEuserve
2400 guests each day and have served 8,395,003 rneal
the last decade.

Meir Panim also gives food shopping cards to many
elderly and underprivileged families. The costao€ard is
$72. Every month thousands of cards are givenes&h
people need food and Meir Panim provides them wéitds
to buy their own food. They can choose what theytwo
eat as well as get the good feeling of being ableuy food
to complete Passover Seders and Rosh Hashanah.dinne

Meir Panim runs on two things, donated money and
volunteers. Volunteers deliver healthy meals rightthe
disabled or elderly's doorstep. Volunteers also dny
household appliances and do minor household rep&ics
some people this is their only connection to thesidle
world. The volunteers report illnesses or declimebealth
to that recipient's doctor. There are 3,000 vaarg that
help out on a regular basis and 5,000 addition&inteers
that participate each year.

In conclusion - The FJCC Hebrew School is trying to
raise $550.00 to purchase 100 school lunches forildnen
in Israel. We hope that at each session of Hebre8chool
our fellow classmates will bring enough tzedakah to
purchase at least one lunch per classroom per sessi If
we reach our goal of $550, Rabbi Jaffe will add ariber
$450 and we can send a $1,000 donation.

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PARSHIYOT SUMMARIES FOR MAY

Parshat Emor — May 7, 2011

Following on the heels of the command given in last
week's portion to the entire Jewish population te b
sanctified and holy, Parshat Emor (Leviticus 214123)
begins by discussing various laws directed speifi¢o the
Kohanim(priests) and th&ohen Gadolhigh priest) whose
Divine service requires them to maintain a highendard
of purity. Included is the command for tkehento refrain
from becoming ritually impure through contact wahlead
body (except for close relatives) and increasettictions
on whom they may marry. Kohenwith any one of a series
of physical blemishes is forbidden to perform teevice in
the Temple until he is cured. The subject mattentreturns
to the entire nation: Anyone whotemei(ritually impure) is
told to stay away from places and things which are
especially holy. After discussing the lawstefumah (the
small percentage of food separated from the haineie
land of Israel and given to kkohenbefore the rest can be
eaten) and the various blemishes which rendé&ordan
(offering) unfit, we are warned to always be mirdjtinot
desecrating G-d's name and, on the contrary, tcti§ahlim
at all costs. The Torah then discusses the fdstiathe
year (Pesach, Shavuot, Rosh Hashanah, Yom Kippur,
Sukkot, and Shemini Atzeret), followed by two camdt
mitzvot maintained in the Mishkan: the lighting of the
menorah every day and the displaying of tleehem
hapanim(show-bread) every week.

Parshat Behar — May 14, 2011

Parshat Behar (Leviticus 25:1-26:2) focuses prilpari
on mitzvot concerning the land of Israel, beginnivith the
command to observBhemittahthe mitzvah to leave one's
fields uncultivated every seventh year, refrainfrgm the
normal cycle of planting and harvesting. Similathe earth
in Israel is to remain unworked in th®ve] or 50" year, at
which time the ownership of land automatically resito its
ancestral heritageHashempromises that He will bless the
land in the sixth year so that it will produce egbuo last
throughout theShemittah period. After describing the
process by which original landowners can redeenir the
ancestral property in the years befofeve] the portion
shifts to speak about the poor and downtroddent dxty
are we commanded to give thamedakah(charity) and to
do acts of loving kindness for them, but ideally are to
provide them with the means to raise themselve®bilteir

poverty-stricken state. We are prohibited to ree@ind pay
any interest on loans made to other Jews. ThehTdran
discusses the various details regarding Jewishgamdile
servants working for Jews, and the mitzvah to reddews
who are servants to gentiles. All Jewish servamésto be
set free at the onset of tNevelyear. The portion concludes
by repeating the prohibition of worshipping idoésd the
mitzvot to guard the Shabbat from desecration awre
Hashem'sanctified places.

Parshat Bechukotai — May 21, 2011

Parshat Bechukotai (Leviticus 26:3-27:34), the last
Torah portion in the book of Leviticus, begins bselly
listing some of the blessings and rewards thatJdweish
people will receive for diligently following the Tah and
performingHashem'snitzvot. The portion then shifts to the
subject matter, which has made it famous tbehachah
Hashem'sharsh rebuke. Step by step, the Torah describes
the tragedies, which will befall the Jewish peomlfen in
graphic terms, as they abandon the observanétasifiem's
Torah and mitzvot, providing an eerie account oftvhas
been our history to this day. The portion thensgoa to
speak about the sanctification of voluntary gifts the
Temple and the process by which a person can nrigeta
redeem those sanctified items for his own use. dduk of
Leviticus concludes with a brief discussion of éith
including a portion which the farmer must himsehsume
within the city of Jerusalem calleda'aser sheni

Parshat Bemidbar — May 28, 2011

Parshat Bemidbar (Numbers 1:1-4:20), the firstiport
of the fourth book of the Torah, is primarily inveld with
the census taken of the Jewish people in the sevamth of
their second year in the desert. After listing tbaders of
the twelve tribes of Israel, the Torah presentstdtals of
men between the ages of twenty and sixty for edbh,tthe
overall count being 603,550. The encampment sirads
then described, with the tribe of Levi in the migdl
safeguarding the Tabernacle and surrounded byvibk/e
tribes of Israel, each in their own designated .arée
appointment of the tribe of Levi as the spirituahders of
the Jewish people is presented, and their own eceisu
taken, apart from the rest of Israel. The Torahtipo
concludes with the instructions given to the fanafyj<ehat
the second son of Levi, for their role in dealinghwthe
most sacred parts of the Mishkan.
