Tist fir somewhat humorous,
but instructive. | went to say Kaddish one mornaiga large shul in Boca. |
walked in, put on my tallit and tefillin, and wascasted by the ritual director.
“You look like you know what you are doing,” sheda“Would you like to lead
services?” (Actually a mourner is supposed toikergpriority when it comes to
leading services, but she never inquired about fatus.) | said yes, and she
asked my name. “Evan,” | replied. “Ladies andtimen,” she announced to a
chapel full of daveners. “Boker tov. Evan is gpto lead us in services today.
Please turn to page...”

Before | began, | had several questions. It iy W@portant to be cognizant
of the customs of each synagogue, and | wantechtovkabout melodies and
other technical matters. Finally | said, “I amaatfdavener by nature and | don’t
want to daven at a tempo that the congregatiorsfumtomfortable. How fast
should | go?” Without skipping a beat, the ritulidector pointed to an older
gentleman, Simon, clearly from Europe and a seakshal goer. “Listen for
Simon and you'll know.” And so | did, and | haveaided wherever | go and
whenever | lead services, | will observe the “Sinmate” and ask the person in
charge for the key davener in the congregationadweys follow his or her lead.

The second thing | wanted to share was about tlp@ritance of congregational response. When yourdéwviee a day,
especially the week day services, which are quitku@nadorned, it is so comforting and upliftingdieven in a congregation that
knows the appropriate responses, Amen, Kadosh, stadzic. in the services. Leading services wetk afeek, month after
month, becomes so wearying without the voices o$¢hin the congregation carrying the leader aloi'g. tough enough to go
day after day; you need congregational support.

And that | received in abundance. Although you r@oe supposed to say thank you, | want to thankhalse who helped
make minyanim for me through this period, on Mondagl Wednesday afternoons, and Saturday afterreahsights, and to my
Hebrew High students who were there for me througltioe school year. May we all daven togethertenHigh Holydays and
beyond, and be there for each other in bad timdgand.

And
we run the real risk of seeing our community witaesmy.

So here is the balance that we must strike — howelo
maintain our tradition while being responsive te tver-
changing nature of the real world. And it is &tirig
question for this month in particular as we go biac&chool,
and prepare for the High Holydays at the end ot&waper.

At several times over the summer, | found myself
talking about the FJCC in 1987 — nearly 25 years ag
when the congregation made the decision to hirdoReaban
Jaffe. And while | wasn't here at the time, bejmgsident

for these past several years has given me the great

opportunity to hear some of the war stories fromsthwho
lived through that period of our congregation'stdrig.
About how a small group of congregants took a lefafaith
and hired a young, energetic rabbi we could scam@fbrd.
How he came in and got rid of the Silverman siddnd
brought in something called 'Kabbalat Shabbat'Faday
nights. About the radical notion that our focugaded to be
on the children, and making sure that we created an
environment in which families felt welcome to britigeir
kids to services. About a revamping of our Heb&shool,
and how we tutor our Bar and Bat Mitzvah students.

Looking back, we see these as the necessary steps t
bring the FJCC to where we are today. Howeverthat
time, they caused quite a stir. Some congregaptg wot
happy, and a few left. And let me add — cruciallghat not
all of the decisions made were the right ones. tével to
forget when we try something that doesn't work ang we
return to the 'old' way. The important point istthve were
willing to make a change, in order to strike thdahae
between maintaining our traditions and recognizireg the
world had indeed changed.

So let me come back to where | started — our mgnthl
FJCC Bulletin. Each month, Flo Newrock does a fgjala
of pulling together information from a variety oblgces.
She spends hours on layout and getting it ready for
publication. It is something that we should allgreud of,
and | want to thank her for her hard work on it foany
years.

Several years ago, we recognized that we needed to
make our materials available on-line. The FICdhed

its web site about eight years ago, and the Boadenthe
decision to post the monthly bulletin (after remmayisome
information) there as well. A few years lateraim effort to
save money on mailing out the bulletin, we staggthiling
it out to the membership. The thought was thattrpesple
get their information on-line anyway, and we costifl mail

out a handful to those who wanted a paper copy.

It seemed to be the right decision — a way to na&int
the tradition of sharing news with the congregatiahile
adapting to the ever-changing reality of life inetl2T"
century. That is why | initiated weekly email
announcements a few years ago — to supplement our
monthly bulletin. And why | was so happy to have@ke
Liebowitz step up and offer to redesign the layand take
over this important function.

But in terms of our monthly bulletin, I think we ma
have gotten this one wrong. The bulletin has nloievaf
people aren't reading it. So | am re-thinking tiy we
share the monthly bulletin.

We are now including a link to the monthly bulletm
each week's announcements. Flo will ask the officgend
out a message when the bulletin is available, wilink to it
on our web site. And, as always, copies of théehinl are
available in the lobby. | welcome other suggestifsom the
congregation on how to ensure that our great patitio is
read by everyone.

The larger point here is that we tried something/,ne
and it didn't quite work out. Over the summer warade
two changes to our Friday night services that weehwill
be an improvement — our Musical Kabbalat Shablveat,the
permanent time change to 7:00 PM — and | hope ttieat
work out as well.

Trying to balance tradition with innovation is what
Conservative Judaism is supposed to be about. nt tea
make sure that at the Flemington Jewish Commuretyt€r
we remember that. We should be willing to také&siand
experiment with new ideas, consistent with our itrads.
We should celebrate our successes and learn from ou
failures. And we should always remember that ilioare
working towards a greater goal — the strengthemihgur
synagogue community.

Aftéflipr
mentioning divorce and the requirement ofet (bill of
divorce), the Torah discusses kidnapping, the ralizo pay
workers in a timely fashion and the concept of an
individual's responsibility for his own actions.hd Torah
then discusses the special consideration which brugtven
to an orphan and a widow, the punishment of lasties,
levirate marriage (callegibumandchalitzahin the Torah),
and the mitzvah to be honest in business. Thisepow
packed Torah portion concludes with the exhortation
remember the atrocities which the nation of Amalek
committed against us upon our exodus from Egypt.

Parshat Ki Tavo — September 17, 2011
Parshat Ki Tavo (Deuteronomy 26:1-29:8) begins by
describing the annual mitzvah for the farmers oéés to

bring theirbikurim, or first fruits, to theKohen(priest) in the
Temple, at which point the farmer acknowledges the
important roleHashemplayed in providing his sustenance.
After exhorting the Jewish people once again toaiem
faithful to Hashem who specifically selected them as His
chosen people from amongst the nations of the whttises
teaches two speciahitzvotwhich they are to perform upon
entering the land of Israel to reaffirm their corntmmént to
the Torah. First they are to inscribe the enticrah on
twelve large stones, and then they are to recéssithgs and
curses in the valley between Mt. Gerizim and MtvaEi
which will apply respectively to those who obsepredefy
the Torah. Following a recounting of the wonderful
blessings whicltHashemwill bestow upon the Jewish people
for remaining faithful, Moses gives a chilling ptazy of
what will befall the Jewish people for not followgrthe
Torah. Known as thdochachah (admonition), Moses
graphically describes the horrible destruction whic
unfortunately came to pass when we strayed frtashem
The Torah portion concludes as Moses looks bacthet
wondrous miracles whichlashemperformed over the past
forty years, reminding the people of the tremenddbeist of
gratitude that they owmdashemfor His loving care.

Parshiyot Nitzavim and Vayelech — September 24, 201
Parshat Nitzavim

Parshat Nitzavim (Deuteronomy 29:9-30:20) beginis a
Moses gathers together every member of the Jevédsple
for the last time in his life to initiate them intbe eternal

The portion conclsdeith
an exhortation to choose the Torah and life overdismal
alternative of evil and death.

Parshat Vayelech

Parshat Vayelech (ibid. 31:1-30) opens with Moses
walking through the Jewish camp on the final dahisflife
to bid farewell to his beloved people. After Moseaches
them the mitzvah ofhakhe] the once in seven years
gathering of the entire nation to hear the kingdreartain
passages from the Torahlashemaddresses Moses and
Joshua in the Tent of Meeting, commanding themaimyc
over the Torah and to continue teaching it to theigh
people.
